RYA BASKETBALL RULES 2007

The Richland Youth Association Board of Directors, hereby known as the "RYA Board", will govern RY A Basketball
Rules. All Rules contained herein will be adhered to. Rule changes pertaining to Section J "General Playing Rules'and
Section K _Draft Guidelines" will be voted on by certified Basketball Coaches and approved by the RY A boardFinal
determination, Interpretation, and application of the rules will be at the discretion of the RY A Boardds in other Sports,
only the highest standards of sportsmanship and conduct are expected of players, coaches, parents, and others associated
with the basketball program.

Since the gyms are public property, we MUST make an extra effort to take care of these ddities so the Basketball
Program can be continued and possibly expanded In the years to come. Only coaches and players will be allowed on one
side of the gym: parents and spectators on the other sideABSOLUTELY NO DRINK WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE
GYM. TEAM SNACKS AND DRINKS ARE TO BE DISTRIBUTED TO PLAYERS OUTSIDE OF THE GYM. No
spectators will be allowed on the gym floor at time outs or half time. Any infraction of the rules will be cause for
expulsion from the gym.

A. Coaches Responsibility

1. Tt is the responsibility of each coachto obtain sponsorship, to participate in all fundraising activities as set
forth by the RYA Board, to actively parttipate in coaches' meetings, and to be responsible for the care and
return of all equipment issued to his/her team by RYA.

2. Tt is the resporsibility of each coach to comply with all rules set forth by the RYA Boardfailure to do so
may result indisciplinary action as outlined in Section B below.

3. Team Fees are due on or before the draft date; Coaches are required to have submitted their teafiee check
in order to obtain their current year's roster. If a Coach is unable to obtain an outside sponsor to cover the
team fee at this time, the Coach will be asked to submit a postlated check to RY A for the amount of the
team fee, and will have unti February 9, 2007. At which time, if the coach is still unable to obtain an
outside sponsor to cover the team fee, the RY A Treasurer will notify the coach that his/her check will be
deposited as the sponsor of histeam. Basketball team fee is $200.00 PER TEAM.

4. Tt is mandatory for all RY Acoaches to be certified. Effective January, 200Q RY A has established its own
NYSCA Chapter. It is the responsibility of the Head Coach to inform all assistant coaches when certification
classes will be held. You may contact the Chapter Director through the RY ABasketball Commissioner. All
Coaches not certified are required to attend ane-day clinic class. The cost is $20.00. If a Coach is aLife
Time Certified Member then you pay $20.00 to the NYSCA Chapter personn charge and you do not have
to attend aclass. You must see the NYSCA Chapter Director to get your basketball card, even if you already
renewed in another sport. EVERY COACH MUST COME BY ONE OF THE NYSCA (1LASS SESSIONS.

5. Effective January 2004, all coaches will be asked to show verification of his/her NYSCA Certification by
wearing a clip on ID tag. Any Head Coach or Assistant Coach who is not wearing their ID Badge will be
asked to sit In the stands for the duration of the game. Failure to comply with threquest may result in
disciplinary action as outlined in Section B below.

B. Disciplinary Action

1. The RYA Board has the authority to suspend or discharge any PLAYER or COACH whoseonduct is in
violation of the RY A Basketball Rules and/or the NYSCA Code of Ethics.



When a COACH is ejected from a game, he/she will have to sit out the next game. The Basketball
Commissioner will determine whether there is a need and time for the RY A Board to hear an appeal before
the next game.

When a PLAYER is ejected fiom a game, he/she will sit out for the remainder of that game.

In the event that a grievance is brought to the RYA Boardall parties must be notified of themeeting. Any
notified party that fails to attend will forfeit their right to the grievance procexde.

Team Fees will be turned into the Baskdball Commissioner by February 9, 2007 or the coach will face
disciplinary action. In this instance, the Coah subject to this type of disciplinary action shall have the right
to a hearing before action is insituted. Any coach who has not turned In their team fees by Februaryt6,
2007 will not coach any game until the team fees are paid. If the team fees have not been paid for any team
who qualifies for the playoffs, the team will not compete in any game untithe team fees are paid.

C. Registration

1.

Dates, times, and place of registration will be set each year by the Basketball Commissioner.

2. The registration fee will be set by the RY A Board prior to registration.

Upon registration, all players will be separated into Leagues based on age:
BANTAM 5 & 6 year old (Coed)
JUNIORS 7 & 8 year old (Boys and Girls separate)
INTERMEDIATE 9 & 10 year old (Boys and Girls separate)
SENIORS 11 & 12 year old (Boys and Girls separate)

SUPER SENIORS 13 & 14 year old (Boys and Girls separate)

The above ages are as of August 31 BEFORE the season starts.
BIRTH CERTIFICATES MUST BE PRESENTED AT THE TIME Of REGISTRA TION; THIS
INCLUDES RETURNING PLAYERS.

Any player who does not want to retun to their last year's team and e states on the registration form
and/or has a letter from his parents stating such will be put in the BLIND Draft or taken as an option. The
letter must be presented to the BasketballCommissioner prior to the draft. Fthe player is taken as an
option then the receiving team gives up their first round draft pick to the team the player leaves.

Requests of parents to not allow their child to play for one (1) particular team or coach will bkonored.
The coach on that particular team will not be allowed ¢ draft that player.

Any player who during their first year of eligibility in any League, leaves their assigned team prior to the
end of the season and desires to play basketball the following year, must return to their originally assigned
team or drafta team. Any exceptions must be at the Basketball Commissioner's discretion.

Any player registered to play will not be put on a team unless the fee has been paid angharents or
guardians have signed the RELEASE FORM.



Hardship cases must be presented to tle basketball Commissioner before draft. A determination on such
cases will be made by the Basketball Commissioner.

Every player must be height measured before the draft. That height will be recorded on the player's
registration form by the Basketball Commissioner and/or his/her appointee {s). If a height is not recorded
by Draft date, that player will be placed in the blind draw.Late measurement must be viewed by the
Basketball Commissioner.

D. Late Registration

E. Refunds

Cut--off for late registration is approxmately one (1) week from the last advertisedregistration date. Late
registrations will go in the blind draw If there Is room in the League.

All leagues will draw late registrations fran a blind draw November 26, 2005; if there is room in the league
for more players AND there Is more than one (1) player inthe draw.

No player will be assigned after the blind draw.

Any player who does not want to remain on the team that he/she has been drafted will be given a full
refund if their uniform has not been ordered. If the uniform has been ordered the cost of the uniform will be
deducted from the refund and the player given his/her jersey to keep

If a player lists a team on his/her registration form that they will not play for, and is draftedybsaid team
and desires not to play for said team, that player will be given a refund or placed In a blind draw.

All refunds must go through the Basketball Commissioner, who in turn will notify thélreasurer, who will
issue a refund check to the parent ly mail.

F. Conduct of Coaches

The Basketball Commissioner and/or Vice Commissioners of a given league will have the authority to stop
any game at any point, and for any reason which they consider necessary. Participating Coaches have no
say in the termnation of a game.

Coaches will not contest judgment calls made by the officials. All calls made by officials will stand unless,
after consultation with his/her coofficials, they decide to change the call.

Coaches will not harass officials; any coach whoviolates this rule will be subject to action by the RYA
Board.

Coaches will remain in the bench area as described in the Texas University Interscholastic League Rules.
(a copy of this will be located at the RYA Office or with the Basketball Commissioner

Coaches will be responsible for the conduct of their players as well as the player's parents and guests.

Each Coach may be assigned the Vice Commissioner responsibility at their gym and win be notified of the
dates seven (7) days in advance by the Basletball Commissioner. Any Coach failing to appear for their
assigned date will be suspended from the next game.

Coaches may be replaced during the season if violations ae reported to the RYA Board inwriting or email
and the Board feels such action isnecessary.

Coaches will have the opportunity to protest any infraction of the general roles within one hour after
completion of the game and must submit a written protest within 24 hours to the RYA Board viemail. A
$25.00 deposit is required to file a grievance. If the infraction is overturned, the $25.00 is refunded; if the
infraction is upheld, the $25.00 is retained by RYA.

Coaches are responsible for checking to see that all players are age appropriate for their league. Coaches
are also responsible for obtaining copies of birth Certificates noted and turning them into the Basketball
Commissioner.

Coaches must notify the Basketball Commissioner of any player who drops out for any reason. Any player
who drops out will be contacted by the BasketballCommissioner or Vice Commissioner of the league to
determine why that playerdropped.

Head Coaches in any League will not be allowed to move to another team in the same league.
Example: Head Coach on Junior Bulls first year, second year wants to move to Jmior Celtics.

PRACTICES, GAMES OR TEAM FUNCTIONS IN THE PRESENCE OF PLAYERS.

Coaches caught practicing more than the approved or specified amount will forfeit their next game and
receive an additional one game suspension.

G. Practice Sessions

No practice sessions of ANY KIND will be held prior to the draft and team assignments. Violations of this
rule shall be reported to the Basketball Commissioner and/or RY A Board, who will then takele
appropriate action.

No more than three (3) outings per week will be held after the first game. The Basketball Commissioner,
according to the gym availability schedule, will assign practice time of one (1) hour on half a court once
per week. The team cax schedule one (1) additional of up to two (2) hours by obtaining gym space
Independent of the RY A Basketball Program.

There will be no practices or games on Sunday.

H. Coaches Assignments

1.

Teams will be assigned to the returning Head Coach. If the returing Head coach drops his team prior to
the draft, then the team will pass on the preceding year's Official Assistant Coach. If the Official Assistant
Coach does not take the team for any reason, then the team will be offered to the next coach on the wangi
list with the most seniority in the RY A Basketball Program.
